Parleys Summit

The Parleys Summit snow course in located near the head of Parleys Canyon, east of Salt
Lake City, and just about a mile off of 1-80 at an elevation of 7740 feet msl. This
particular course was historically measured by Salt Lake City Personnel and was
discontinued in 2003. The SNOTEL site is near the snow course to the west.

Potential weather modification: 77, 88-96

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This chart shows the 5, 15 and 30 year running average April 1 SWE. The 30 year
average is fairly consistent and compared to many other sites, there is also less variability
in the 5 and 15 year running averages as well. This course is recommended for long term
comparisons at least for the near term where it may be important even though it is no
longer measured.
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
