CONSTRUCTION SPECIFICATION
CS-UT-223  LAND LEVELING

1
SCOPE
The work shall consist of excavating, transporting and spreading earth materials on field designated for reshaping and/or leveling.

2
SITE PREPARATION
All land to be reshaped and/or leveled shall be cleared of brush, excessive crop residue, trash, and live vegetative material prior to leveling.

All trash and brush materials shall be disposed of in areas outside the work limits and in a manner as approved by the landowner/operator in accordance with local laws.  Crop residue and vegetative materials may be disposed of within the work limits as approved by the technician.

3
CONSTRUCTION
a.
The NRCS representative will approve or disapprove the plan for leveling based on the survey work completed on that field.  Any changes to that plan must be approved by the NRCS.

b.
Fills of more than 6 inches shall be built up by spreading the soil in successive layers.

c.
Leveling operations shall not be performed when soil moisture conditions will result in excessive compaction of the field surface.

d. When a particular grade and elevation are needed the NRCS representative will reference a stake installed off the project site prior to any work being done.

e. The finished leveling work must not result in exposed areas of highly permeable materials that can inhibit proper distribution of water over the field.

f. Reverse grades in the direction of irrigation are not permitted.
g. All leveling work shall be finished according to the design.  Finished grades shall not vary   by more than 0.1 feet above or below grade.
