MATERIAL SPECIFICATION
MS-222  ARTIFICIAL LINER

1.
SCOPE
This specification governs the quality of polyethylene materials used in artificial liners for ponds, ditches and canals.  The liners shall not be used in ponds or storage piles for hazardous waste or livestock manure unless certified by the manufacturer for the use intended.  
2.
FABRIC
The material may either be a reinforced or non-reinforced polyethylene material.  Reinforcing shall have a minimum covering of 1.75 mils.

a.
The total thickness of the material shall not be less than:

(1)
Reinforced polyethylene liners - 12 mils.

(2)
Non-reinforced polyethylene liners - 20 mils.

b.
The seam overlaps shall be shingled in the direction of flow.

c.
The minim Tensile Grab Strength shall be 200 pounds as measured in ASTM D-751, Method A.

d.
The material shall have a minimum Mullen Burst Strength of 375 PSI as measured by ASTM D-751.

e.
The minimum weight shall be 0.044 pounds per square foot.

f.
The material shall have a minimum elongation of 20 percent before failure.
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
